the South American qualifiers for the

FIFA U-17 World Cup Nigeria 2009 by
defeating Argentina in the final. The match on 9
May finished 2-2 after 90 minutes and Brazil
won on penalties 6-5. The qualifiers featured ten
countries, including Brazil, Bolivia, Colombia,
Paraguay, Peru, Venezuela, Chile, Uruguay,
EcuadorandArgentina.

Brazil had been leading 2-0 on goals from
Zezinho and Coutinho, but Argentina displayed
great fortitude and had equalized by the very end
through Sebastian Gonzalez and Esteban
Espindola. Maurucio scored the final penalty to
give Brazil the championship.

Colombia and Uruguay each earned victories
to claim the final two remaining slots and will
join Argentina and Brazil in Nigeria. Adrian
Luna's brace and a goal from Gonzalo Barreto
powered Uruguay over Ecuador 3-1 to finish the
last round on top of the standings with seven
points. Ecuador's late consolation goal came
from Richard Caicedo.

ristiano Ronaldo's angry reaction to
eing substituted during Manchester

United's 2-0 derby win over Manchester City at
Old Trafford.

Ronaldo put United in front with a free-kick
in the 18th minute but was clearly unimpressed
as he was replaced by Paul Scholes near the hour
mark with United leading 2-0.

Ferguson was in no doubt afterwards that he
had made the right decision with United seeking
to defend their Premier League title and
Champions League trophy.

Asked about Ronaldo's petulance, Ferguson
told Sky Sports: "He wanted to stay on. He is in
greatform. ButI've gotto look at the big picture.

"I've got to think about keeping our players
as fresh as we canforthe games ahead."

However, Sky Sports News understands the
Portugal international left Old Trafford just 10
minutes after the final whistle, suggesting he
remains unhappy with his early withdrawal.

Ferguson was not keen to discuss the future
of Carlos Tevez after the Argentina striker earlier
predicted he would leave Old Trafford in the
summer.

"He is a Manchester United player," said
Ferguson of Tevez, who scored United's second
goal against City on the stroke of half-time.

Ferguson acknowledged that Tevez is a firm
cfavourite with United fans, but refused to be
byawn on how soon the player's future might be
r};(Ielsolved, adding: "I'm not getting into that at
