onsequent upon the
dredging of the Rivers
Niger which will

commence soon the Transport
Minister, lbrahim Isah Bio has
stated that the Federal Government
(FG) has no intention to compensate
all communities resident at the
shores ofthe River Niger.

The Minister made this known in
Baro, Niger State during a tour to
sensitize people affected in the area
about the commencement of the
project which is to gulp N36 billion.

Speaking during the tour, Bio
assured the communities that the
dredging project was meant to add
and enhance the economic value of
the river while assuring that the
natural course of the river remains.

However, he stressed that why FG

NIGER

will not compensate people is
because it is the responsibility of the
eight states affected to handle
infrastructural matters that would
promote and elevate the living
standards of all communities along
the Niger River.

Bio assured that the project
definitely guarantees and would
strengthen the commercial viability
of the river while intimating that
funds for the project would come
from counterpart funding between
FG, Nigerian Ports Authority (NPA),
Nigerian Maritime Authority
(NMA) and the Nigerian Maritime
Administration And Safely Agency
(NMASA).

66 Schools Sanctioned In
Edo By WAEC

Examination Council
(WAEC) had placed

66 schools in Edo State on its
black book.

The Schools were prevented
from presenting candidates by
WAEC for the 2010 West Africa
Senior School Certificate
Examination (WASSCE).

In a statement signed by Director
and Zonal Coordinator of WAEC,
Mr. Patrick Modebe, the schools
failed to meet up with
requirements for registration of
candidates for examinatioBeam

Checksndependentinvestigations
revealed that all the affected
schools are privately owned.

The statement from WAEC urged
the Edo State Commissioner for
Education to make sure that the
schools do not register candidates
throughthe back door.
